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President El Sisi Arrives in Kuwait and Meets the Emir of Kuwait

Today, President Abdel Fattah El Sisi arrived in Kuwait, where he was received at the
airport by His Highness the Emir of the State of Kuwait Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad Al-
Jaber Al-Sabah.
